They offer a wide variety of courses, and classes can be completed wherever you are, as long as
you have internet access. This is a great way to:

When registering for classes, students must:

Get ahead in your credits and make room in your schedule for other classes you’d like to take.
Earn a higher grade in a class you have already taken. This is particularly important for
students working towards the Academic Honors Diploma, who may have earned a D or F in a
required class.

Recover credits in classes you may have failed or not completed.

Enter/update their current grade level. Exception: current 8" grade students will register
as Grade 9.

Enter their Westfield School ID number correctly. If this is not done, the grade and credit
will not be uploaded into PowerSchool. (ID Number can be found in PowerSchool.)
Select the name of their WHS counselor. Upon registration, the counselor will then be
able to electronically approve the student’s registration.

If the summer course you are taking is already in your schedule for next
school year, counselors will remove it once confirmation of your final
grade and credit are received.
